RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR CEMETERIES IN CLARIDON TOWNSHIP

1. Effective 10 Jan 2011, the cost of graves shall be as follows:

Four (4) graves, one lot      $250.00                   $1200.00

Three (3) grave               $200.00                    $900.00

Two (2) graves                $150.00                    $600.00

One (1) grave                 $100.00                    $300.00

2. The cost of opening and closing a grave shall be as follows:

   a. Infants                                             $150.00

   b. Ashes                                                $60.00

       Holidays, Saturdays, Sundays                        $90.00

   c. Monday-Friday, 10:00-2:00 Other than infants        $375.00

   d. Holidays, Saturdays, Sundays                        $475.00

3. Payable to the Claridon Township Trustees through the office of the Cemetery Clerk/Sexton, P.O. Box 66, East Claridon, 44033, at the time of purchase or before a burial can be made.  For questions, the sexton can be reached at 440-286-9771.
4.  All interments, other than cremation, shall be with a vault of portland cement or equivalent construction.

5.   All graves shall be dug by the caretaker.

6.   All transfers of lots or graves, other than by bequest, must be made to Claridon Township through the office of the Cemetery Clerk.   

7.   Permits for installing monuments shall be obtained from the Cemetery Clerk/Sexton. The formula is (length of stone” + 4”) x (width of stone” + 4”) x 36 divided by 1728 = cubic ft. x $30 = cost of foundation.  Foundations for veterans’ government bronze plaques and 24” x 12” x 4” granite government headstones that are installed flush are free. 
8.   The Township Trustees prohibit the planting of shrubs or trees.   Plantings may be made in front of the headstone and must be maintained.    Any that become overgrown or otherwise unsightly shall be removed by the caretaker.

9.  All owners of lots shall be governed and limited by the rules and regulations herein set forth in the manner of enjoying and occupying their respective lots, whether their deeds therefore contain reservations, limitations or conditions or not.

10.  The Claridon Township Trustees may change the rules and regulations from time to time.
